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[e.g., lead paint, asbestos, ladders] or communicable diseases.  We should require no less from a
foreign hospital.

If we would require a United States entity to indemnify Pace in connection with a similar
activity, whenever possible we will also seek to obtain a pledge of indemnification and a
certificate of insurance from the foreign entity.

Even if the foreign site provides the requested written assurances, faculty tour leaders must still
exercise due diligence to avoid hazardous conditions or practices that may only become apparent
when they are at the site.
