
 

Professor Bent’s case study will analyze how Pace students enrolled in a high-impact 
experiential learning course at the United Nations respond to the learning experience over the 
course of a semester. With the support of student research assistants, Professor Bent will 
thematically code student journals as well as conduct research on engaged feminist pedagogy, 
NGO activism, and social justice theory. The data gathered will provide additional background 
and thematic framing to the project. Research suggests students involved in such courses 
experience increased student learning, improved interpersonal skills, professional / vocational 
development, and enhanced global awareness. As a case study for student engagement,
